A. The Bible is a supernatural book
2 Peter 1:20* But know this first of all, that no prophecy of Scripture is a matter of one’s own interpretation,

 21* for no prophecy was ever made by an act of human will, but men moved by the Holy Spirit spoke from God.

Isaiah 42:9* “Behold, the former things have come to pass, Now I declare new things; Before they spring forth I proclaim them to you.”

Isaiah 44:7* ‘Who is like Me? Let him proclaim and declare it; Yes, let him recount it to Me in order, From the time that I established the ancient nation. And let them declare to them the things that are coming And the events that are going to take place.

Isaiah 46:9* “Remember the former things long past, For I am God, and there is no other; I am God, and there is no one like Me,

 10* Declaring the end from the beginning, And from ancient times things which have not been done, Saying, ‘My purpose will be established, And I will accomplish all My good pleasure’;

Isaiah 48:3* “I declared the former things long ago And they went forth from My mouth, and I proclaimed them. Suddenly I acted, and they came to pass.

John 16:13* "But when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all the truth; for He will 
not speak on His own initiative, but whatever He hears, He will speak; and He will disclose to you what is to come.

Daniel 9:24* "Seventy weeks have been decreed for your people and your holy city, to finish the transgression, to make an end of sin, to make atonement for iniquity, to bring in everlasting righteousness, to seal up vision and prophecy and to anoint the most holy place.
 25* "So you are to know and discern that from the issuing of a decree to restore and rebuild Jerusalem until Messiah the Prince there will be seven weeks and sixty-two weeks; it will be built again, with plaza and moat, even in times of distress.

 26* "Then after the sixty-two weeks the Messiah will be cut off and have nothing, 

Through Daniel’s prophecy they knew when to expect the Messiah - 483 years (Palm Sunday)


B. Prophetic Words concerning Israel:
Covenant With Abraham:
Genesis 17:7* "I will establish My covenant between Me and you and your descendants after you throughout their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be God to you and to your descendants after you.

 8* "I will give to you and to your descendants after you, the land of your sojournings, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be their God."

Leviticus 26:32* ‘I will make the land desolate so that your enemies who settle in it will be appalled over it.

 33* ‘You, however, I will scatter among the nations and will draw out a sword after you, as your land becomes desolate and your cities become waste.

Deuteronomy 30:3* then the LORD your God will restore you from captivity, and have compassion on you, and will gather you again from all the peoples where the LORD your God has scattered you.

 4* "If your outcasts are at the ends of the earth, from there the LORD your God will gather you, and from there He will bring you back.

 5* "The LORD your God will bring you into the land which your fathers possessed, and you shall possess it; and He will prosper you and multiply you more than your fathers.

God acts for His name sake!

Ezekiel 36:22* "Therefore say to the house of Israel, ‘Thus says the Lord GOD, "It is not for your sake, O house of Israel, that I am about to act, but for My holy name, which you have profaned among the nations where you went.

 23* "I will vindicate the holiness of My great name which has been profaned among the nations, which you have profaned in their midst. Then the nations will know that I am the LORD," declares the Lord GOD, "when I prove Myself holy among you in their sight.

 24* "For I will take you from the nations, gather you from all the lands and bring you into your own land.

Isaiah 43:5* "Do not fear, for I am with you; I will bring your offspring from the east, And gather you from the west.

 6* "I will say to the north, ‘Give them up!’ And to the south, ‘Do not hold them back.’ Bring My sons from afar And My daughters from the ends of the earth,

Greater Exodus than Egypt

Jeremiah 16:14* ¶ "Therefore behold, days are coming," declares the LORD, "when it will no longer be said, ‘As the LORD lives, who brought up the sons of Israel out of the land of Egypt,’

 15* but, ‘As the LORD lives, who brought up the sons of Israel from the land of the north and from all the countries where He had banished them.’ For I will restore them to their own land which I gave to their fathers.

-Out of Russia over 2,000,000 Jews have emigrated to Israel.

C. Zechariah Prophecies concerning Jerusalem:

-Zechariah 8:1* ¶ Then the word of the LORD of hosts came, saying,

 2* "Thus says the LORD of hosts, ‘I am exceedingly jealous for Zion, yes, with great wrath I am jealous for her.’

 3* "Thus says the LORD, ‘I will return to Zion and will dwell in the midst of Jerusalem. Then Jerusalem will be called the City of Truth, and the mountain of the LORD of hosts will be called the Holy Mountain.’

 4* "Thus says the LORD of hosts, ‘Old men and old women will again sit in the streets of Jerusalem, each man with his staff in his hand because of age.

 5* ‘And the streets of the city will be filled with boys and girls playing in its streets.’

 6* "Thus says the LORD of hosts, ‘If it is too difficult in the sight of the remnant of this people in those days, will it also be too difficult in My sight?’ declares the LORD of hosts.

 7* "Thus says the LORD of hosts, ‘Behold, I am going to save My people from the land of the east and from the land of the west;

 8* and I will bring them back and they will live in the midst of Jerusalem; and they shall be My people, and I will be their God in truth and righteousness.’

Zechariah 12:1* ¶ The burden of the word of the LORD concerning Israel. Thus declares the LORD who stretches out the heavens, lays the foundation of the earth, and forms the spirit of man within him,

 2* "Behold, I am going to make Jerusalem a cup that causes reeling to all the peoples around; and when the siege is against Jerusalem, it will also be against Judah.

 3* "It will come about in that day that I will make Jerusalem a heavy stone for all the peoples; all who lift it will be severely injured. And all the nations of the earth will be gathered against it.

Zechariah 12:6* "In that day I will make the clans of Judah like a firepot among pieces of wood and a flaming torch among sheaves, so they will consume on the right hand and on the left all the surrounding peoples, while the inhabitants of Jerusalem again dwell on their own sites in Jerusalem.

Genesis 12:2* And I will make you a great nation, And I will bless you, And make your name great; And so you shall be a blessing;

 3* And I will bless those who bless you, And the one who curses you I will curse. And in you all the families of the earth will be blessed."

Joel 3:1* ¶ "For behold, in those days and at that time, When I restore the fortunes of Judah and Jerusalem

2* I will gather all the nations And bring them down to the valley of Jehoshaphat. Then I will enter into judgment with them there On behalf of My people and My inheritance, Israel, Whom they have scattered among the nations; And they have divided up My land.

Ezekiel 38:8* “After many days you will be summoned; in the latter years you will come into the land that is restored from the sword, whose inhabitants have been gathered from many nations to the mountains of Israel which had been a continual waste; but its people were brought out from the nations, and they are living securely, all of them.

Ezekiel 39:7* “My holy name I will make known in the midst of My people Israel; and I will not let My holy name be profaned anymore. And the nations will know that I am the LORD, the Holy One in Israel.
