I.   Three Questions asked of Jesus in Matthew Chapter 24


A.  Disciples are looking at the temple, pointing out to Jesus how


      beautiful the temple was (this is the last week of Jesus' life


Matt 24:1* ¶ Jesus came out from the temple and was going away 
when His disciples came up to point out the temple buildings to Him.


Mr 13:1* As He was going out of the temple, one of His disciples *said to 

Him, “Teacher, behold what wonderful stones and what wonderful 


buildings!”


Lu 21:5* And while some were talking about the temple, that it was 


adorned with beautiful stones and votive gifts, He said,

Matt 24:2* And He said to them, "Do you not see all these things? Truly I say to you, not one stone here will be left upon another, which will not be torn down."

This was no time to fasten one’s eyes on the temple buildings, with their spectacular beauty and glory. The temple, with the city of Jerusalem, was headed for total destruction at the hands of the Romans


Now when did that happen?

Matt 24:3 As He was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to Him privately, saying, “Tell us, when will these things happen, and what will be the sign of Your coming, and of the end of the age?”

Mark 13:3 As He was sitting on the Mount of Olives opposite the temple, Peter and James and John and Andrew were questioning Him privately,

 4* "Tell us, when will these things be, and what will be the sign when all these things are going to be fulfilled?"

2.  Jesus answers the three questions

A.  Matthew 24:4-5 His answer to all three questions-DECEPTION



Times of deception, watch out for deception

Matt. 24:4-5 And Jesus answered and said to them, “See to it that no one misleads you. For many will come in My name, saying, ‘I am the 
Christ,’ and will mislead many.

Deception concerning the Revealing the Coming of the Messiah:

Luke 21:8* And He said, “See to it that you are not misled; for many will come in My name, saying, ‘I am He,’ and, ‘The time is near’. Do not go after them.

Deceivers will say they are the Messiah or that Jesus is the Messiah yet have a false gospel

Deception Attacks:

1. Jesus Divinity

2. Authority of the Bible

3. Death & Resurrection of Jesus

Matt 7:15 "Beware of the false prophets, who come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly are ravenous wolves.

 16* "You will know them by their fruits. Grapes are not gathered from thorn bushes nor figs from thistles, are they?

 17* "So every good tree bears good fruit, but the bad tree bears bad fruit.

 18* "A good tree cannot produce bad fruit, nor can a bad tree produce good fruit.

 19* "Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire.

 20* "So then, you will know them by their fruits.

21* ¶ “Not everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but he who does the will of My Father who is in heaven will enter.
 22* “Many will say to Me on that day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in Your name, and in Your name cast out demons, and in Your name perform many miracles?’

 23* “And then I will declare to them, ‘I never knew you; DEPART FROM ME, YOU WHO PRACTICE LAWLESSNESS.’


Lawlessness: lawless deeds, iniquity

1John 3:4* Everyone who practices sin also practices lawlessness; and sin is lawlessness.

Deut 13:1* “If a prophet or a dreamer of dreams arises among you and gives you a sign or a wonder,

:2* and the sign or the wonder comes true, concerning which he spoke to you, saying, ‘Let us go after other gods (whom you have not known) and let us serve them,’

:3* you shall not listen to the words of that prophet or that dreamer of dreams; for the LORD your God is testing you to find out if you love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul.

B. Signs - God is into giving signs
Matt 24: 6* “You will be hearing of wars and rumors of wars. See that you are not frightened, for those things must take place, but that is not yet the end.



1. Wars and rumors of wars

But the end is not yet:. It is curious how people overlook these words of Jesus and proceed to set dates for the immediate end. That happened during the Great War and it has happened since. Large Wars people think it is the end.


Matt 24:7* “For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against
