End Times Week 5

A.  Again beware of Deception

1. During the time of the Great Tribulation:
Matt 24:23* “Then if anyone says to you, ‘Behold, here is the Christ,’ or ‘There He is,’ do not believe him.
 24* “For false Christs and false prophets will arise and will show great signs and wonders, so as to mislead, if possible, even the elect.

 25* “Behold, I have told you in advance.

 26* “So if they say to you, ‘Behold, He is in the wilderness,’ do not go out, or, ‘Behold, He is in the inner rooms,’ do not believe them.
 27* “For just as the lightning comes from the east and flashes even to the west, so will the coming of the Son of Man be.

 28* “Wherever the corpse is, there the vultures will gather. A Lot of Death (Judgment)

Luke 17:26* “And just as it happened in the days of Noah, so it will be also in the days of the Son of Man:

2. Nephilim in the land – offspring of the fallen angels

Genesis 6:1* ¶ Now it came about, when men began to multiply on the face of the land, and daughters were born to them,

 2* that the sons of God saw that the daughters of men were beautiful; and they took wives for themselves, whomever they chose.

Sons of God – angels  Job 1:6, 2:1, 38:7

 3 Then the LORD said, “My Spirit shall not strive with man forever, because he also is flesh; nevertheless his days shall be one hundred and twenty years.”

 4* ¶ The Nephilim were on the earth in those days, and also afterward, when the sons of God came in to the daughters of men, and they bore children to them. Those were the mighty men who were of old, men of renown.

 5* Then the LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great on the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.

 6* ¶ The LORD was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart.

Luke 17:27* they were eating, they were drinking, they were marrying, they were being given in marriage, until the day that Noah entered the ark, and the flood came and destroyed them all.

3. Days of Lot

 28* “It was the same as happened in the days of Lot: they were eating, they were drinking, they were buying, they were selling, they were planting, they were building;

 29* but on the day that Lot went out from Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from heaven and destroyed them all.

30* “It will be just the same on the day that the Son of Man is revealed.

31* “On that day, the one who is on the housetop and whose goods are in the house must not go down to take them out; and likewise the one who is in the field must not turn back.

 32* “Remember Lot’s wife. (get away from the destruction)
 33* “Whoever seeks to keep his life will lose it, and whoever loses his life will preserve it.

 34* “I tell you, on that night there will be two in one bed; one will be taken and the other will be left.

 35* “There will be two women grinding at the same place; one will be taken and the other will be left.

 36* [“Two men will be in the field; one will be taken and the other will be left.”]

 37* And answering they *said to Him, “Where, Lord?” And He said to them, “Where the body is, there also the vultures will be gathered.”

Whose Taken?

Revelation 19:17* Then I saw an angel standing in the sun, and he cried out with a loud voice, saying to all the birds which fly in midheaven, “Come, assemble for the great supper of God,

 18* so that you may eat the flesh of kings and the flesh of commanders and the flesh of mighty men and the flesh of horses and of those who sit on them and the flesh of all men, both free men and slaves, and small and great.”

Matthew 13:47* “Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a dragnet cast into the sea, and gathering fish of every kind;

 48* and when it was filled, they drew it up on the beach; and they sat down and gathered the good fish into containers, but the bad they threw away.

 49* “So it will be at the end of the age; the angels will come forth and take out the wicked from among the righteous,

B. Jesus Returns – Coming on or with the clouds

Luke 21:27* “Then they will see THE SON OF MAN COMING IN A CLOUD with power and great glory.

28* “But when these things begin to take place, straighten up and lift up your heads, because your redemption is drawing near.”

Matthew 24:29* “But immediately after the tribulation of those days THE SUN WILL BE DARKENED, AND THE MOON WILL NOT GIVE ITS LIGHT, AND THE STARS WILL FALL from the sky, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken.

 30* “And then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in the sky, and then all the tribes of the earth will mourn, and they will see the SON OF MAN COMING ON THE CLOUDS OF THE SKY with power and great glory.

Mark 13:23* “But take heed; behold, I have told you everything in advance.

 24* ¶ “But in those days, after that tribulation, THE SUN WILL BE DARKENED AND THE MOON WILL NOT GIVE ITS LIGHT,

 25* AND THE STARS WILL BE FALLING from heaven, and the powers that are in the heavens will be shaken.

 26* “Then they will see THE SON OF MAN COMING IN CLOUDS with great power and glory.

1. How many comings of the Messiah?

Hebrews 9:28* so Christ also, having been offered once to bear the sins of many, will appear a second time for salvation without reference to sin, to those who eagerly await Him.


2. How we will know that it is Him?

Revelation 1:7* BEHOLD, HE IS COMING WITH THE CLOUDS, and every eye will see Him, even those who pierced Him; and all the tribes of the earth will mourn over Him. So it is to be. Amen.

Acts 1:9* And after He had said these things, He was lifted up while they were looking on, and a cloud received Him out of their sight.

Ac 1:10* And as they were gazing intently into the sky while He was going, behold, two men in white clothing stood beside them.

Ac 1:11* They also said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand looking into the sky? This Jesus, who has been taken up from you into heaven, will come in just the same way as you have watched Him go into heaven.”
C. Rapture
Matthew 24:31* “And He will send forth His angels with A GREAT TRUMPET and THEY WILL GATHER TOGETHER His elect from the four winds, from one end of the sky to the other.

1 Thessalonians 4:13*  But we do not want you to be uninformed, brethren, about those who are asleep, so that you will not grieve as do the rest who have no hope.

 14* For if we believe that Jesus died and rose again, even so God will bring with Him those who have fallen asleep in Jesus.

 15* For this we say to you by the word of the Lord, that we who are alive and remain until the coming of the Lord, will not precede those who have fallen asleep.

 16* For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel and with the trumpet of God, and the dead in Christ will rise first.

 17* Then we who are alive and remain will be caught up together with them in the clouds to meet the Lord in the air, and so we shall always be with the Lord.

 18* Therefore comfort one another with these words.

1 Corinthians 15:51 Behold, I tell you a mystery; we will not all sleep, but we will all be changed,

 52* in a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet; for the trumpet will sound, and the dead will be raised imperishable, and we will be changed.

 53* For this perishable must put on the imperishable, and this mortal must put on immortality.

Revelation 10:6* and swore by Him who lives forever and ever, WHO CREATED HEAVEN AND THE THINGS IN IT, AND THE EARTH AND THE THINGS IN IT, AND THE SEA AND THE THINGS IN IT, that there will  be delay no longer,

7* but in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he is about to sound, then the mystery of God is finished, as He preached to His servants the prophets.
2 Thess 2:1* ¶ Now we request you, brethren, with regard to the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our gathering together to Him,

 2* that you not be quickly shaken from your composure or be disturbed either by a spirit or a message or a letter as if from us, to the effect that the day of the Lord has come.

 3* ¶ Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come unless the apostasy (646. apostasia apostasia; from 868; defection, revolt:--) comes first, and the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction,

 4* who opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, displaying himself as being God.

 5* Do you not remember that while I was still with you, I was telling you these things?

1 Thess 5:1*  Now as to the times and the epochs, brethren, you have no need of anything to be written to you.

 2* For you yourselves know full well that the day of the Lord will come just like a thief in the night.

 3* While they are saying, “Peace and safety!” then destruction will come upon them suddenly like labor pains upon a woman with child, and they will not escape.

 4* But you, brethren, are not in darkness, that the day would overtake you like a thief;

 5* for you are all sons of light and sons of day. We are not of night nor of darkness;

Matthew 24:32*  “Now learn the parable from the fig tree: when its branch has already become tender and puts forth its leaves, you know that summer is near;

 33* so, you too, when you see all these things, recognize that He is near, right at the door.

 34* “Truly I say to you, this generation will not pass away until all these things take place.

 35* “Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will not pass away.

Luke 21:34* “Be on guard, so that your hearts will not be weighted down with dissipation and drunkenness and the worries of life, and that day will not come on you suddenly like a trap; 35* for it will come upon all those who dwell on the face of all the earth.
D. Day of the Lord

Zephaniah 1:14 Near is the great day of the LORD, Near and coming very quickly; Listen, the day of the LORD! In it the warrior cries out bitterly.

 15* A day of wrath is that day, A day of trouble and distress, A day of destruction and desolation, A day of darkness and gloom, A day of clouds and thick darkness,

 16* A day of trumpet and battle cry Against the fortified cities And the high corner towers.

 17* I will bring distress on men So that they will walk like the blind, Because they have sinned against the LORD; And their blood will be poured out like dust And their flesh like dung.

 18* Neither their silver nor their gold Will be able to deliver them On the day of the LORD’S wrath; And all the earth will be devoured In the fire of His jealousy, For He will make a complete end, Indeed a terrifying one, Of all the inhabitants of the earth.
