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I wonder where all of this season we are in will go and how far it will go…
 
I had a dream this morning. In the dream, somebody wanted me to convert a bunch of these:
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To run on batteries so that the congregation could do a song.
 
The song went something like:
 
I’m gonna light this lantern
I’m gonna light this lantern
 
I’m gonna hold it – its mine
I’m gonna hold it – its mine
 
I’m gonna lift it up
I’m gonna lift it up
 
I’m gonna wave it so the whole world can see
I’m gonna wave it so the whole world can see
 
It was mostly a spoken song – words spoken over music. I think in the background Jesus is the light, He’s the light of the world was playing.
 
I was reminded of Isaiah 58 yet again:
 
ISA 58:6 "Is this not the fast which I choose, To loosen the bonds of wickedness, To undo the bands of the yoke, And to let the oppressed go free, And break every yoke?
ISA 58:7 "Is it not to divide your bread with the hungry, And bring the homeless poor into the house; When you see the naked, to cover him; And not to hide yourself from your own flesh?
ISA 58:8 "Then your light will break out like the dawn, And your recovery will speedily spring forth; And your righteousness will go before you; The glory of the Lord will be your rear guard.
ISA 58:9 "Then you will call, and the Lord will answer; You will cry, and He will say, 'Here I am.' If you remove the yoke from your midst, The pointing of the finger, and speaking wickedness,
ISA 58:10 And if you give yourself to the hungry, And satisfy the desire of the afflicted, Then your light will rise in darkness, And your gloom will become like midday.
ISA 58:11 "And the Lord will continually guide you, And satisfy your desire in scorched places, And give strength to your bones; And you will be like a watered garden, And like a spring of water whose waters do not fail.
ISA 58:12 "And those from among you will rebuild the ancient ruins; You will raise up the age-old foundations; And you will be called the repairer of the breach, The restorer of the streets in which to dwell.
 
Note verse 7 – never saw this before – assuming the translation is correct, the Lord wants us to bring the homeless poor into THE house (as in the house of the Lord) and provide for them (as a community it would seem). I always read it – into your/my house… I don’t know how to put legs to this. I know when renewal stuff was going on, I made contact with pastors in places where renewal was sustained or pastors who knew the pastors (like Randy Clark). I asked them about Isaiah 58. To a one – all of them stated that they were certain that their efforts to meet the poor in their need had much to do with the visitation of the Lord they were experiencing.
