  What to do with Personal Prophecy

Many of you have received prophetic words, either at a church meeting or maybe from a friend, and have wondered what to do with them.  Do you just put them on a shelf? Do you begin to make changes in your life to fulfill them?   Maybe you just say “that’s nice and smile because God talked to you.”  Actually, there are several different answers to these questions.

Some of the words you will get come at you from left field.  This could be due to several things.  One, it’s possible the prophesier missed what God was saying. Two, it could be that God is introducing a new thought to you.. one that you were having trouble getting to by other means. Or three, God is letting you have a peak at something that will be coming down the road for you.  Usually, prophetic words confirm something that God is already dealing with us about, but sometimes He surprises us .  If it’s really different, pray about it.  Ask godly people around you for counsel.  Sometimes set it aside for a period of time, and come back to it.  Maybe you just needed more things to be revealed for the fullness of the word to be understood.

How much should we change our lives based on a prophetic word? Often when a word is given there are things that we need to do.  If God says that you have a teaching gift, don’t just go out and teach.  Study, learn, practice.  Prepare for what God is calling you to.  Again, look for confirmation if the word  gives directional changes.  Sometimes the word is a warning, we need to make changes and give up areas of sin, or heal areas of weakness.

Some words just confirm to us how God feels about us.  They are those tender kisses of affirmation.  The words that say that He loves us and that we are special to Him. They are the words that encourage our hearts.. and make us smile.  We don’t have to do anything with them, but to bask in His love.

Finally, 1 Tim1:18 says to fight with the prophetic word given to us.  We all walk into situations and we can believe what God says about them (through the Bible and through prophetic words) or we can lay down in defeat to the enemy.  Declare the word, fight with what God has said.  

God speaks to us because He loves us, because He has a plan and purpose for us, because He wants to see us walking in the fullness of what He is calling us to.
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
