A few weeks ago (Oct-Nov 2008) we were singing about God sending His fire. The Lord gave me a picture of the burning bush in Exodus 3:5 where He told Moses not to come near and to take off his shoes because he was standing on Holy Ground.

But when I looked again at the burning bush, this time the Cross was in the midst of it. It seemed that the Cross and the burning bush stayed there for quite awhile.

The Lord impressed upon my mind—“The Cross and fire represent the church and more specifically the two bodies (Rivers of Life and Victory). I will leave you together in the fire until you are melted and molded into unity and holiness. Then when you are ready, I will move you out to serve in advancing My Kingdom”

Then I saw the Cross and the fire move through thick, tangled, dense bushy forest and I saw the flames burning higher and hotter. I could also hear the roaring sound from the flames. As the fire moved away and the smoke cleared, I saw new healthy green plants shooting up where the fire had passed.

Are we truly letting God burn out the “stuff” in us and in our lives He wants to burn out of us so that we can be on fire for His use?
